System on-a Programmable Chip (SoPC) designs for the UP3, DE1, and DE2 with the Nios processor core that runs C code require both Quartus II and the Nios II development tools. The Quartus II Edition of Rapid Prototyping of Digital Systems supports the larger FPGAs on the UP3, DE1 and DE2 boards and includes three additional chapters on SoPC designs using the Nios II processor.
